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Final Considerations

1. Get the Intervention logic right for Flooding issues
o Proper SWOT - clear depiction of flooding problems
o Define Needs in line with objectives of the FD
o Include the FD as a clear consideration under Priority 3b and 4b
0o Make sure to include measures that address flooding pressures

2. Take a coherent approach to flood management
o Prioritise soft measures over hard measures
o Link flooding and restoration measures with the Floods Directive

3. Targeting of measures is essential
0 Use of flood risk management plans

4. Allow cooperation opportunities
